CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
1) By signing & returning the Entry form signifies acceptance of the “conditions of entry”.

2) Entry is restricted to floats – Vehicles which are not decorated, or part of a float shall not be entered.

3) Persons take part at their own risk.  
4) The organisers shall not be responsible for damages or injury sustained by property of persons, prior to, during or after the Parade in any way whatsoever.

5) Lollies/sweets/ice blocks/balloons etc. must be handed out along the route (not thrown to the crowds)
6) Missiles shall not be thrown from any float – this includes lollies/sweets etc.
7) There will only be one “Santa” and he already has a contract with the organisers to be part of this parade.  Any other entrants that have a Santa impostor will be asked to remove it from their float.
8) Parade entrants shall assemble adjacent to their Parade Number placed in Anderson Street – behind the Sale Yards.  All floats shall face East.  
9) Part of Anderson Street will be closed from midday to ensure public safety.
10) All floats must be ready for judging by 12.30pm and ready to move off at 1.10pm Sharp. 
Further information on this will follow with “confirmation of entry”.
11) Please ensure all participants understand and listen to instruction. 
12) A full list of details/rules will be sent to you once entry form received and parade numbers allocated (usually one week prior to event).  
13) Please ensure person in charge of the parade entry on the day are aware of the rules/regulations.
14) This is a Christmas parade; most of the audience are children - any unsuitable floats/vehicle will not be allowed to take part - description must be listed above.
15) All support vehicles (not in the parade) shall be parked in the truck park at the Sale Yards.
16) You will be advised of your “parade number” and other information (once all entries are received).
17) It is your responsibility to make a sign clearly displaying your allotted parade number (30 cm board) on BOTH sides of float/vehicle etc.  This will ensure judging will be accurate.

19) Entry is free.  A lot of planning goes into this event and late cancellations of ‘float entries’ is extremely disruptive.  Please make sure when registering that you and your group will be available on the day.
